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• Adolescent fertility rate ranks as one of 
the highest in the Region, well above other 
countries in the Southern Cone: Argentina 
(69,6/1000 LB), Paraguay (63), Uruguay 
(60), and Chile (51,9) (OSSyR, 2015)

• 7/10 adolescents reported their pregnancy 
as unintended, and of them 9/10 (10-14 
years old) and 8/10 (15-19 years old) were 
not using contraceptives (SIP, CLAP PAHO/WHO, 
2015)
