UNFPA CxB distributes 11 kits and other pharmaceuticals to about 20
different organizations

* ~ 127 unique items
« ~60% to IPs who also serve as warehouse sites

Service providers and delivery points order individual products and

« Exception of kits 2A (Clean delivery kit) and Mama Kit
